The regular meeting of the Village board opened with Acting Mayor Laura McMahon presiding. The trustees present were as follows: Roy Dean Dickey, Natalie Krause, Todd Kinzel, Chris Klingemann, and Bryan Bingel.

Acting Mayor Laura McMahon said she would be honored to have Purple Heart recipient Mr. Alex Cortez Sr. lead the Pledge of Allegiance. Mr. Alex Cortez Sr. then led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Bryan and seconded by Roy Dean to approve the previous regular minutes as presented. Motion passed. 6-ayes, 0-nayess.

A motion was made by Chris and seconded by Bryan to approve the Personnel Committee meeting on September 6, 2024. Motion passed. 6-ayes, 0-nayes.

A motion was made by Chris and seconded by Natalie to accept the summary of financial reports as presented. Motion passed. 6-ayes, 0-nayes.

No correspondence.

Acting Mayor Laura McMahon reported that they closed on the property purchased at the 4-way stop. Laura would like to possibly see a pavilion there. She said that it would be a good place for the Masonic Lodge to hold their BBQ’s or food trucks could park there. She has not yet discussed with the board what all she would like to see done with the property. She would like to see it fixed up.

Roy Dean reported that all roads that needed oil and chipped have been pre serviced and oil and chipped. The project on Sunrise is ongoing and will get finished in time. We currently have 3 full time street workers, and they have been working on other projects and have been working on the ditch by Casey’s.

Natalie reported that the Skate Park is getting worse, and a decision needs to be made soon about whether to tear it down. The caution tape did no good.

Todd had no report.

Chris reported that the Village sign is up and working. It has the capability to have graphics, and it dims at night. Chris is the one to go to if you need anything on the sign. November 9 is the Toast of Marissa. Stay Inman would like to change the running route to go past the ball diamonds. The MAA is looking into getting a hot spot for internet service to operate cameras at the ball diamonds. They are also looking into changing the way the lights are turned on at the ball diamonds.

Bryan had no report.

Laura had no report.

Chad spoke a little more about the MAA talking about changing the lights to a switch last year. North Borders had 4/10 not 3/10 overlay like originally planned. It took 2 days to oil the roads. They were able to do a longer stretch of overlay than originally planned. The audit firm we use is shorthanded so it will be later in the year before they perform the audit. Engineering plans are still needed for the street behind the Grade School to the alley. October 16, 2024, is the deadline to apply for the Federal Grant application.

Old Business: 

Steve Hodges is checking on different companies for the Village and Historical Society for the Bob Heil signs.

A special meeting was held September 17, 2024, to go over the Ordinances. Some of them will be sent to Terry Bruckert-Village Attorney to make changes, some will be sent back to American Legal Publishing to fix.

Laura read a Proclamation making Marissa a Purple Heart Village. Larry Stephens then Thanked Al Mahon-District 22 Legion Commander, Sid Stanton-Missouri MOPH Commander and the Village for all the help in making the Proclamation possible. He then told the story about how Mr. Alex Cortez Sr. received his Purple Heart and introduced him to all present. Alex then presented a plaque to the Village and the Village presented him with a Certificate.

Chad explained that the letter is needed to accompany the Federal Grant he is applying for. It will include the commitment from the Village of $100,000.00. Motion passed with roll call as follows: Roy Dean -yes, Natalie-yes, Todd-yes, Chris-yes, Bryan-yes, Laura-yes. 6-ayes, 0-nayes.

American Legion Post 172 approval for 4 Purple Heart Community signs was tabled until IDOT gives their approval.

Justin Maynard a lifelong resident and current Art teacher for the past 7 years would like to have 12 of his art students paint a mural on the South wall of the Food Pantry building. He has checked the wall out and believes it is a great place to paint a mural that says MARISSA with pictures depicting the history of the town inside the letters. He received funds from the Alberta Hamilton Grant for the project. Laura asked for printout of what he is planning on painting. A motion was made by Natalie and seconded by Chris to move forward with the project. Motion passed. 6-ayes, 0-nayes.

A motion was made by Bryan and seconded by Natalie to approve a Liquor License for the Toast of Marissa November 9, 2024, from 10am-6pm under the American Legion Post 172. Motion passed. 6-ayes, 0-nayes.

A motion was made by Chris and seconded by Natalie to approve the American Legion Post 172 request for the S. Main Park on Saturday, October 19, 2024, for a Halloween Party and Music after dark until 10pm. Motion passed. 6-ayes, 0-nayes.
